Last summer a group of men planted a tomato garden along side the
walking track at Mt Olive Lutheran Church. One day while out for a
morning walk, I stopped and talked with them. The garden and tomato
plants were part of their mission work for the community. One of the
local food pantries was seeking donations from gardeners, and they
had planted nearly 200 plants to help out.

Spring turned to summer and the plants grew and began producing
hundreds of tomatoes. The men tended the garden: weeding, trimming
and staking up the plants. It was hot and their work was difficult. For
the first several weeks they dutifully harvested the tomatoes. I imag-
ined them taking baskets and boxes of tomatoes to feed the poor. Then
suddenly the harvests stopped and the tomatoes began rotting on the
vines.

Other walkers noticed the rotting fruit and began collecting tomatoes.
First people would sneak over from the track and tuck a couple of to-
matoes in their pockets. As the summer moved on people began bring-
ing grocery bags and picking tomatoes in broad daylight. Some of the
low income seniors from Northview apartments took advantage of the
free tomatoes. Geraldine was a regular at the garden and the tomatoes
helped supplement her food stamps.

Hickory is a generous community, we want to help, but do we help the
right way? Donating vegetables from a garden seemed like a good
idea, but tomatoes are as plentiful as mosquitoes in the summer.
Would the idea of helping the food pantry have been better if the men
had made a cash donation that equaled the cost of the plants, garden
soil and stakes? The food pantry could have bought the food they
needed instead of trying to give away rotting tomatoes.

Several years ago this club made a significant gift of $25,000 to South-
west Elementary. Club members asked the teachers to create a “wish
list.” The result was that student and teachers got the things they
needed most: a walking track, Smart Boards and supplies that made
the classroom better. In a time when dollars are so scarce this type of
“purposeful giving” helps organizations get what they need most and
helps donors feel appreciated.

Kicls Passionatc about raising Pcnnics to Figl’rt Polio
With the help of friends, 11-year-old Tyler Dorsey is collecting

thousands of pennies to help in Rotary's effort to eradicate po-

lio.

After Tyler heard about a man in Alabama, USA, who had
cashed in 1.3 million pennies in 2005 for $13,000 in paper

bills, he set out to surpass that feat and give the money to Po-

lioPlus.
Though the children have not reached the million-penny mark

yet, Tyler, Aida Alonso, Lindsey Hutchinson, and Connor Smith

presented a check in February for $1,008.04 to Shane Burr,
governor of District 6910 (Georgia), and Gary Moore, district
PolioPlus subcommittee chair. They will turn another check
over to the district after 30 June and plan on continuing to
raise funds for polio eradication after that.

The foursome started collecting pennies in July in memory of
Wilford Ash, a local educator who had contracted polio as a
child. The friends, members of the Better Home Town Junior
Board in Cleveland, Georgia, also plan on selling jigsaw puz-
zles with historic scenes of Cleveland and donating a portion
of the proceeds to PolioPlus.

“I've just always wanted to help people,” says Tyler, who said
he is excited the pennies are helping more than 1,000 chil-
dren. It costs as little as 60 cents to protect a child against
polio.

“Just thinking about people not being able to walk is a very
sad situation,” says Aida.
