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KKKK    en Burkel Ken Burkel, a Rotarian from  the Clemmons club, will pre-

sent a program on organ donations. Andy Bunch, a heart recipient 
from Black Mountain, will speak as well. 

In Clemmons, North Carolina, a city of 18,000 located near Winston-Salem, 
the 110 member Rotary Club of Clemmons found a better use for the space 

available on the sides of trailers. With a $50,000 grant from the North Caro-

lina License to Give Trust 
Fund Commission, LTGTFC, 

the Club created a statewide 

campaign to promote organ 
donor awareness and partici-

pation by placing compelling 
messages on the sides of tractor trailers. The all-volunteer LTGTFC was es-

tablished to award grants to NC non-profits and is funded by a small percent-

age of NC driver’s license renewal fees. The goal is to increase designations 
on driver’s licenses and online registries. The Club did a wonderful job exe-

cuting the project and is to be commended for their good works. With more 
potential donors, more lives will be saved.” 

Called the “Have a Heart, Give a Part” campaign, the Rotary Club of Clem-

mons added another $5,000 from its own foundation to design, produce and 
apply graphics to the sides of tractor-trailers to create 50-foot-long 

“billboards on wheels.” The Rotary Club launched the Have a Heart, Give a 
Part campaign in March 2008 in collaboration with the North Carolina Truck-

ing Association, which has endorsed the program and encouraged their mem-

bers to participate by donating space on the sides of their trailers, most of 
which are blank and ideal for applications such as this. The 3M vinyl material 

is guaranteed for five years bringing incredible longevity to the program and 

a fantastic value as the cost is only $2.00/day per trailer. 

Almost 3,000 people in North Carolina alone are on the waiting list for or-

gans, including those who need kidney, liver, pancreas, intestine, heart, lung 
and tissue transplants. Nationally, approximately 100,000 people are waiting 

for organs, and thousands still die each year because there are insufficient 

donors. An average of 17 people die in America every day while waiting for 
organ transplants. 

“The Rotary logo and our Club name is on the Have a Heart, Give a Part roll-
ing billboards, creating awareness of the good work that all Rotary Clubs do,” 

Burkel said. “We believe our Have a Heart, Give a Part effort quite literally 

fulfills the Rotary mission of ‘Humanity in Motion.’ For more information on 
organ donation and becoming a donor, go to www.donatelife.net.
