The Mt. Sinai Community Outreach Center, Inc., of Mt. Sinai Baptist Church 
(a funded program of Hickory Rotary’s Charitable Giving Committee) focuses on 
those youth and young adults who are considered “at-risk” and are in need of ad-
ditional supportive services. The mandate to provide these 
additional services is not only sound from a spiritual perspec-
tive but also enhances society as a whole. 

As part of these outreach activities, the “Before and After 
School” program at Mt. Sinai Baptist Church in Catawba has 
been implemented to provide the following for its participants: 

• A safe, constructive, before and after school environment. 

• Augmentation of the educational instruction provided by 
the public school system in which they participate. 

• Positive and reinforcing alternatives to street life, gang 
participation and drug use. 

• Counseling and guidance in support of emotional maturation and the develop-
ment of positive social skills. 

The linkage between poverty, illiteracy and negative participation within the crimi-
nal justice system is well documented. The organization seeks to provide partici-
pants will alternatives which may lead them into a more constructive, positive and 
spiritual life style. The program operates on the belief that the return on invest-
ment from proactive and preventative services to those in need proves substantial 
when weighed against the societal costs and losses due to perpetual poverty, 
negative interaction with the criminal justice system and those impacts on future 
generations. 

Pastor Donald Gray accepted the call to preach the gospel on August 7, 1983, and 
would go on to further his education at Shaw University in Raleigh, NC, where he 
graduated with a Degree in Business Management and Accounting. He then con-
tinued his education at Great Theological Seminary in Heath Springs, SC, with a 
masters and doctoral degree in Theology. He began serving as pastor of Mt. Sinai 
Baptist Church in Catawba on July 8, 1987. Under the direction of the Holy Spirit, 
he has helped implement a GED class in conjunction with CVCC, and with his ex-
pertise as a former human resources manager, he is doing extensive job training 
and re-educating these individuals about proper interviewing techniques. “We are 
now embarking on a spiritual adventure that I feel will revolutionize our church, 
for we are now going out into the community house-to-house and witnessing in 
our community,” says Pastor Gray. In addition to Bible Study and preaching the 
gospel, the church also provides a youth program called “Think Before You Move,” 
as well as a summer camp, transportation to the Boys and Girls Club in Clare-
mont, a weekly TV broadcast, credit counseling through the School Workers Fed-
eral Credit Union and a job training program for its members.

FFFF    or those of you that were here last week for District Gover-
nor Carol’s visit, I think you will agree that it was one of the best 
speeches yet. As a follow up to her theme of “Why are you 

here?,” I found a recent article on Rotary’s efforts to provide clean wa-
ter to all. 

Rotary International (RI) and the US Agency for International Develop-
ment (USAID) are teaming-up to save lives by bringing clean drinking 
water and basic sanitation to communities in the developing world.  

The public-private alliance will leverage the resources of both organiza-
tions to implement sustainable, long-term water supply, sanitation and 
hygiene projects in three countries: Dominican Republic, Ghana and 
the Philippines. Other countries will follow based on the success of 
these pilot experiences. Alliance activities in each country will be 
funded jointly by USAID and Rotary International with an expected 
minimum of $2 million per country in the initial phase. 

Past RI President Bill Boyd, chair of the collaboration's steering com-
mittee, added: "We intend this joint effort to be a model for future alli-
ances with other strategic partners and in this way to enhance our 
contribution to world understanding, goodwill and peace." 

Worldwide more than one billion people lack access to reliable sources 
of safe water, and twice that many lack access to sanitary human 
waste disposal systems, creating an environment that allows the dis-
ease-poverty cycle to thrive. Each year more than 1.8 million people—
most of them children—die of diarrhea alone. Economic development 
also suffers as women and girls forego education and occupations to 
spend hours every day fetching water for their families. 

Rotary and USAID see the collaboration as an effective, resource-
efficient way to contribute to the UN's Millennium Development Goals, 
which call for a 50 per cent reduction in the proportion of the world's 
population without access to safe water and basic sanitation by 2015.
